Last week: Ashley Bynum, UT Martin associate athletic director 
for internal operations, gave a presentation about the history of 
Title IX when she visited Kiwanis on March 6. Ashley highlighted 
the important contributions of Pat Head Summit and Betty Giles, 
both pioneers in women’s athletics, and the work of others as she 
discussed the impact of Title IX, the most commonly used name 
for the landmark federal civil rights law in the United States that 
was enacted as part of the Education Amendments of 1972.  Title 
IX prohibits sex-based discrimination in any school or any other 
education program that receives funding from the federal 
government.
