On Duty and Ready to Serve —In his presentation for the 
Martin Kiwanis Club on April 24, Kiwanian and Martin Fire 
Chief Jamie Summers shared important information about the 
makeup and services of the City of Martin Fire/Rescue/EMS 
Department. Among many other facts and statistics, Chief 
Summers said that the three fire stations in Martin provide 
complete and equal coverage for citizens.  He said that 42 
employees on three shifts work 24 hours on duty and 48 hours 
off duty.  Some of the numbers show just how busy this 
department is: in 2023, there were a total of 2,604 calls with 82 
percent being medical. He also said that there were 2,200 
ambulance calls. Chief Summers explained that funding and 
grants from the National Fire Safety Council helped support 
numerous fire prevention programs for adults and children. He 
also discussed state funding and fees charged for services in rural 
areas.
