Last Week — keeping elections safe and secure: Alex Britt, 
Weakley County Elections Administrator, discussed election 
procedures and security when he spoke at the June 5 Kiwanis 
meeting. Britt works with the Weakley County Election 
Commission, which is charged with overseeing the 
implementation of election procedures. He answered numerous 
questions and stated that, according to a study done in 2022, 
Tennessee is listed as number one in election integrity. He 
encouraged Kiwanians to consider applying to become poll 
workers by going to GoVoteTN.gov for additional information. 
Britt distributed information about the state and federal primary 
and state and county general election on Aug. 1 and noted that 
the state and federal general election will be on Nov. 5.
