Developing Young Leaders 
 

Courtney Echols, director of the Weakley County Prevention 
Coalition (WCPC) and Kiwanis member, described the goals of 
the Tennessee Teen Institute (TTI) when she spoke to Kiwanis 
on Feb.18.  She explained that TTI is a five-day camp designed to 
provide education and training in youth development, leadership, 
and prevention. The program, held on the UT Martin campus, 
offers various formats of training including workshops, seminars, 
and activities that help young people grow to be strong, healthy 
individuals who will have the skills needed to make a difference in 
the community in which they live. Echols said that approximately 
500 teen leaders, adult team advisors, and TTI staff attend each 
year.
